	EYFS – Development Matters

(Ongoing throughout the year depending on the children’s stage of development and interest)
	Birth to 3 years; Show attention to sounds and music. Respond emotionally and physically to music when it changes. Move and dance to music. Anticipate phrases and actions in rhymes and songs. Explore their voices and enjoy making sounds. Join in with songs and rhymes, making some sounds. Make rhythmical and repetitive sounds. Explore a range of soundmakers and instruments and play them in different ways. Enjoy and take part in action songs, such as ‘Twinkle, Twinkle Little Star’


	
	3 & 4-year-olds will be learning to: Listen with increased attention to sounds. Respond to what they have heard, expressing their thoughts and feelings. Remember and sing entire songs. Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another person (‘pitch match’). Sing the melodic shape (moving melody, such as up and down, down and up) of familiar songs. Create their own songs, or improvise a song around one they know. Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas.


	
	Children in reception will be learning to: Listen attentively, move to and talk about music, expressing their feelings and responses. Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody. Explore and engage in music making and dance, performing solo or in groups.


	
	ELG Children at the expected level of development will: Sing a range of well-known nursery rhymes and songs; Perform songs, rhymes, poems and stories with others, and – when appropriate – try to move in time with music.

Play instruments showing an awareness of others. Repeat and investigate simple beats and rhythms. Investigate making sounds that are very different (loud and quiet, high and low etc.). Explore own ideas and change as desired.

	Sing with a sense of the shape of a melody. Perform songs using creativity and expression and create dramatic effect. Perform simple patterns and accompaniments keeping to a steady pulse. Understand how to control playing a musical instrument so that they sound as they should. Notice how music can be used to create different moods and effects and to communicate ideas. Create short musical patterns. Investigate long and short sounds. Explore changes in pitch to communicate an idea.

Describe the different purposes of music throughout history and in other cultures. Understand that the sense of occasion affects the performance.

	Sing in tune with awareness of others. Perform simple melodic and rhythmic parts with awareness of others. Maintain a simple part within a group. Understand the importance of pronouncing the words in a song well. Show control in voice. Play notes on instruments with care so they sound clear. Perform with control and awareness of what others in the group are singing or playing. Carefully choose, order, combine and control sounds with awareness of their combined effect. Notice, analyse and explore the way sounds can be combined and used expressively. Compare music and express growing tastes in music. Explain how musical elements can be used together to compose music.

	Breathe well and pronounce words, change pitch and show control in singing. Play an accompaniment on an instrument (e.g. glockenspiel, bass drum or cymbal). Compose by developing ideas within musical structures. Improvise melodic and rhythmic phases as part of a group performance. Know and use standard musical notation of crotchet, minim and semibreve to indicate how many beats to play. Read the musical stave and can work out the notes, EGBDF and FACE. Compare and evaluate different kinds of music using appropriate musical vocabulary. Explain and evaluate how musical elements, features and styles can be used together to compose music. Understand the different cultural meanings and purposes of music, including contemporary culture.
