	Physical development/ Health and Well Being
















	Children now start to use their core muscle strength to achieve a good posture when sitting at a table or sitting on the floor.

Children now begin to form some letters and progress towards a more fluent style of moving, developing control in both their fine and gross motor movements. 

Using the text ‘The Colour Monster’ children talk about their feelings, they listen attentively, move to and talk about music, expressing their feelings and responses.

Children further develop the skills they need to manage the school day successfully: • lining up and queuing • mealtimes • personal hygiene.
	As children celebrate Christmas they start to explore and engage in music making and dance, performing solo or in groups.

Develop their small motor skills so that they can use a range of tools competently, safely and confidently. Suggested tools: pencils for drawing and writing linked to Elmer, Star in the Jar, paintbrushes, scissors linked to Christmas activities.  
Children are competent at using knives, forks and spoons.

Children develop overall body-strength, balance, co-ordination and agility when playing in the outdoor area. 
	Chinese new Year - Watch and talk about dance and performance art, expressing their feelings and responses.
Children also begin to act out Traditional Tales. 

Children now are beginning to use both gross and fine motor skills more confidently by combining different movements with ease and fluency. This may be outdoors when using climbing equipment, using the stage for dance movements and indoors drawing, painting and construction activities. 



	Children design houses for the Three Little Pigs and confidently and safely use a range of large and small apparatus indoors and outside, alone and in a group.

Children are becoming more confident using the outdoor area and it’s apparatus/resources to develop the overall body strength, co-ordination, balance and agility needed to engage successfully with future physical education sessions and other physical disciplines including dance, gymnastics, sport and swimming.

	Further progress towards a more fluent style of moving, with developing control and grace.

Begin to show accuracy and care when drawing both in continuous provision and adult led activities.

Use Talk for Write to make a story map retelling each part of the story. Children then write a simple story using their story map. Spelling words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sound with letter/s. Children area able to read individual letters by saying the sounds for them.

Read the Jolly Christmas Postman and write Christmas cards for family and friends. To form lower-case and capital letters correctly.

Children apply these new skills withing continuous provision.
	Use the Magic Story Box to tell the story of The Three Little Pigs. To become familiar with key vocabulary characters and events of the story.

Children to read their work and blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter– sound correspondences. Read some letter groups that each represent one sound and say sounds for them.

Children apply these new skills withing continuous provision.
	Use the Magic Story Box to tell the story of Harry and the Bucketful of Dinosaurs. To become familiar with key vocabulary characters and events of the story.
